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ABSTRACT

Tertiary education in Europe remains principally funded by the state. This fund-
ing method is still considered als fully justified despite the strong iniquity char-
acterizing the access to a tertiary degree and its growing inability to cover financing
needs. However, we think that this method is less and less sustainable in the present
framework of its implementation by nation-states. Moreover, it seems wise to ana-
lyse from now the possibilities to change it and to make more use of student loans as
a source of private funding.
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
